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ENTRIES:

Entries must be submitted ONLINE http://www.rfegolf.es by 23:59 hours, February 5, 2024. The World
Amateur Golf Ranking and certified exact handicap on February 6th will be the reference in order to
establish the list of accepted players and the Waiting List.

Players should select the competition, click on “gnline entries” and then click on the box: “I am a foreign
player” to fill out the player's details.

Players can also require their federations to submit their entry form on their behalf.

Players are responsible to check if their entry form has been processed correctly* and once the list of
participants has been published, if she has been admitted. Any claims must be submitted within the next
24 hours after the list of participants has been published.

*On the entry list should appear “Pendiente” - before the handicap has been validated by the
corresponding national federation - or “Inscrito” - when the handicap has been validated and therefore,
the entry process is considered completed.

Nation’s Cup entry forms (page 4) must be returned by 18:00h, February 7, 2024.

IMPORTANT NOTE FOR PARTICIPANTS:

A VIRTUAL scorecard will be used. Each participant will receive a link with the access to the scorecards of
the tournament. This unique link - which each participant must keep private - will be sent by SMS to the
mobile phone number indicated on the online registration, and will be used to enter the result of each
hole. The National Federations that register players have to indicate the correct email address and
mobile number of each player when registering.

The player must ensure that both her mobile phone number and her email address - which appear on
the online registration screen - are correct and correspond to the player.

It is recommended that players enter the results hole by hole, ensure they have their mobiles fully
charged at the beginning of each day, and keep them muted at all times.

WITHDRAWALS:

Notifications of withdrawal must be made by email to femenino@rfegolf.es by 12:00 pm two days
before the competition starts.

WAITING LIST:

Players wishing to stay on the waiting list From Monday 19 February 2024 on, must send an email to

femenino@rfegolf.es confirming their availability. Otherwise they will be withdrawn from the list at 9 am
on February 19.

At the closing of the registration period (12 noon, Monday 26th), the waiting list will be reduced to the
players that have registered at the championship office.

REGISTRATION, ACCREDITATIONS AND ENTRY FEE PAYMENT:

Players (participants and those on the waiting list available to take last minute spots), must register at
the Tournament Office before 12:00 noon, Monday February 26 and leave a mobile contact number to
reliably confirm their participation.

Once registered, participants must pay the entry fee of EUR 100,00 at the club’s pro-shop. This fee
includes the temporary licence required by the RFEG Statutes and the insurance attached to the licence,
subscribed by the Regional Federation where the competition takes place.

Players who are taking medication and in
doubt as to their clinical status should seek advice from the IGF knowing that, should a Therapeutic Use
Exemption (TUE) be required this must be submitted to the IGF not later than 30 days before the start of
the Championship.

CONDITIONS

Eligibility: All amateur women in possession of their National Federation or Union Membership Card are eligible to play. Handicap limit is
3.4. The exact handicap certified at the closing date of entries will be used for eligibility purposes.

All entries will be subject to the approval of the Ladies’ Amateur Technical Committee which reserves the right to accept or refuse, or
having been accepted, subsequently reject any entry without giving any reason for its decision.

The starting field will comprise 89 competitors from Condition 1 & 2 below and 10 competitors under Condition 3 with a possible increase
of 9 competitors under Condition 4:

1. Any entrant in at least one of the following categories will be allocated a place in the starting field:
a) The current Ladies’ British Amateur, US Women’s Amateur, European Ladies’” Amateur and Spanish Ladies International
Amateur Champions.
b) Playing members of the five leading teams and ties in the last edition of the Espirito Santo Trophy.
c) Playing members of the four teams in the semi-finals of the last edition of the European Ladies Team Championship.
d) Playing members of the four teams in the semi-finals of the last edition of the European Girls’ Team Championship.
e) Playing members of the teams who participated in the last edition of the Vagliano Trophy.
f)  The 8 leading players and ties in the last edition of the Spanish Ladies’” Amateur National Individual Championship.
g) The 4 leading players and ties in the last edition of the Spanish Girls’ National Championship.
h)  The current Spanish Under-16 National Champion.
i) The first 4 ranked Spanish players in WWAGR and the first 4 positioned players and in Spanish Girls National Ranking of the
previous year.

2. Having applied Condition 1, the remaining of the 80 will comprise
a) Entrants by WWAGR (Women World Amateur Golf Ranking) order and, if the field is still incomplete.
b) Entrants using lowest exact handicaps.

3. 10 Spanish players following these criteria:
a) 5 Spanish entrants by WWAGR (Women World Amateur Golf Ranking) order.
b) 5 Spanish entrants by current Under-18 Spanish National Ranking position and, if the field is still incomplete,
¢) Spanish entrants using the lowest exact handicap criteria.

In case of ties (1., 2. & 3.), players registered earlier will have priority.

4. The Women's Amateur Technical Committee of the Royal Spanish Golf Federation reserves the right to increase the starting field by
nine invited players.

Unsuccessful entrants will be placed on a waiting list. Substitutions will be made according to the condition of the withdrawn player. Ties
will be ordered by earlier registration.

Withdrawals must be notified to the Ladies’ Amateur Committee no later than two days before the start of the competition. Players who
violate this condition will not be able to participate in the next edition of this championship. In addition, they will have to pay the entry fee
or they will no longer be able to participate in any RFEG competition until this payment is cleared. Competitors must register at the
Tournament Office before 12:00 noon. on the day prior to the beginning of the Championship. Place may be forfeited by a competitor from
whom no word has been received by this time.

Format:

Scratch over six consecutive days. 36 holes Stroke Play qualifying on days 1 & 2 (18 holes each day). Players returning the 64 lowest scores
over 36 holes will qualify for the Match Play. Ties for the draw will be decided by card count back using the 18, 27, 30, 33, 34 and 35 last
holes. The match play draw will be played over four days. On the third day of competition, the first round, 1/32 final, will be played. On the
fourth and fifth day a round of match play will be played in the morning and another in the afternoon. On the sixth day, the 18-hole final
will be played. Each match, including the final, will consist of one round of 18 holes. If a match is tied after 18, players should continue the
stipulated round as many holes as required until there is a winner, unless otherwise established by the Committee.

Entries:
Entry forms have to be submitted online through www.rfegolf.es by the announced closing date. The entry fee must be paid upon
registration at the Golf Club.

Starting Times:

Stroke play starting times will be arranged by the Women’s Amateur Technical Committee. For the Match play, the Committee will arrange
the starting times according to the standard 64 players match play draw.

Prizes: The trophy “Copa S.M. la Reina” remains in the possession of the Spanish Golf Federation. Each year, the name of the winner, date,
and name of the hosting club will be engraved on the trophy. The winner and the runner-up will receive replicas of the trophy provided by
the Royal Spanish Golf Federation. The losing semi-finalists as well as the members of the Nations Cup winning team will receive trophies.
No other trophies will be donated without the Women’s Amateur Technical Committee consent.

NATIONS CUP:

Eligibility: Any country may nominate a team of two or three players. Every nation will be able to present a maximum of three teams.
Format: aggregate of the two lowest scores on each of the qualifying Stroke Play rounds. If two or more teams tie for the championship,
the winner will be decided by taking into account the aggregate of the non-counting scores; if still tied, the team with the best finished
individual player will be proclaimed the winner.

Prizes: The country of the winning team and its members will each receive trophies.

The Championship Committee reserves the right to alter the regulations and conditions of the competition.
